Characteristics and consumption

The product can be sprayed on or applied using
a roll-on coating machine. Immediately after
applying (according to the absorptive degree of
the wood, maximal consumption 12g/m?) the
product is distributed with brushes (leather/sisal)
or with the pad. Afterwards the wooden pieces
are immediately ready for packaging and/or heat
shrink-wrapping — no interim sanding or costly
interim storage on pallets necessary!

IRSA Industrial Hard Oil High Solid is free of solvent,
and resin, dries oxidative and is environmentally
compatible. The product is exceedingly economic
(the consumption lies between 8 g/m? to maximum
12g/m? — the details/specifications concerning the
consumption are just guidelines. The exact amount
is dependent on the sanding of the surface and
on the type and origin of the wood and must be
determined on site).
